MINUTES OF THE 2009 A.G.M. AND MATTERS ARISING

Copies of the minutes of the A.G.M. held on Monday 16th March 2009 were circulated and accepted subject to the following matters arising:
The membership list was to be held in a membership book and was to be updated continuously as new members were recruited.

The first aid box and first responders number were to be checked and verified before the first home match.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Chairman Coulshed commented on a successful season, highlighting the performance of the captains, players returning from illness or injury and those who had won divisional awards. He looked forward to the inclusion of a team in the Salisbury Wednesday league and the arrival of several new players.

SECRETARY’S REPORT

Secretary Sharpy reported that the fixture cards were at the printers and that all trophies had been updated and engraved.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer Goose announced a bank balance of £2805. Some mower repairs and Ground Staff expenses would be deducted from this but this still represented a significant increase on the 2009 figure.
CAPTAIN’S REPORT

Outgoing 1st X1 Glyn Turk talked of an excellent years work, echoing the chairman’s comments on the return to something approaching full strength and with the younger players challenging for places hoped to see a top half finish in division 1 this season.

2nd X1 skipper Richard Dacosta spoke of the fantastic season that had resulted in another mid table finish, highlighting some key performances.
The Border League captain hoped that the influx of new players and the addition of a Wednesday side would enable a full team to be fielded week on week. He also commented on the new Border League website before Mathew Goodland gave a brief overview of the Wednesday League format.

MEMBERSHIP AND MATCH FEES.

The chairman reported that membership lists were now in place and would be updated on a regular basis. After discussion it was decided that match fees would remain unchanged in view of the healthy state of the bank balance, but would continue to be reviewed annually.

MEMORIAL GROUND UPDATE AND NETS
The chairman spoke of the successes of last year which resulted in the planning application being withdrawn following representation from interested parties including Sport England, the England & Wales Cricket Board and the club itself.
A new proposal had been presented prior to the meeting which showed the building pushed back into the corner of the field, still encroaching onto the outfield although less than before, and still retaining a footprint twice the size of the church. Chairman has written to the Trustees expressing concerns that several key issues had not been resolved and there still seemed to be no financial plan involving the cost of the build or the running costs thereafter. Further discussions ensued on topics including access, damage to the outfield during village hall usage, parking, insurance issues and possible damage to the structure by cricket balls. After a vote it was agreed that the chairman would write to the planning committee on behalf of the club raising concerns about the latest drawings and inquiring as to the possibility of a separate building for the sports clubs.
Net sessions are to be held on Tuesdays and Thursdays after Easter. Members who have already attended sessions reported that only minor maintenance was required.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Richard Hamblin agreed to return to the 1st X1 captaincy after injury, with Lee James as vice-captain. 

Richard DaCosta agreed to continue as 2nd X1 captain providing Mike Coulshed offered support during his impending paternity leave.
